The following text is an extract from
the video interview made on 28 April 2024 at Casa
Generalizia. It is aimed at knowing Bro. Dionigi
Taffarello and to know about some of the priorities
of his mandate.

The 33 General Chapter on 16 April 2024

What are your favourite memories of growing
up in your home town or village?

| come from the north-east of Italy, from the region
called Venice. My home town is Treviso and | spent
my entire childhood in a small village called Paesé.
| have very good memories with my family and a lot
of friends from the neighbourhood where we often
played together, especially during the summer
holidays.

Even when | was a child, | was very much involved
in the parish activities. | went to be an alter
boy. | have a very fond memory of going
to mass every Sunday morning at 6 a.m.
with my mum. She was always available
to accompany me because | had made
the commitment to serve mass at
6 a.m. | only lived in the village of
Paesé for 10 years. Later, | went
to another village, where there
was a house of formation for the
Brothers of Saint Gabriel.

How has your family influenced your life, in
particular your choice to become a Religious?

We were a Roman Catholic religious family,
especially my mum was very faithful to prayer
and had a lot of confidence in God and the Virgin
Mary. So my religious life began especially with
the support of my mum, dad and my brother. They
were with me in different activities in the parish and
my family always accompanied me in my Religious
vocation.

They supported me always
in a spirit of freedom. My
mum had a dream of
having a son, who would

be a Religious or a Priest.

I'm glad that | was able

to communicate about
my calling to Relious
Life to my mum a few
days before
she died
due to
cancer.
S he
was
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really happy at the time to hear about my decision.
After her passing away | had really taken the
decision to say 'yes' to God's call by entering the
novitiate.

What event or moment prompted your call
to become a Religious Brother? Was there a
special person who inspired you?

| had a desire to become a Priest or a Religious and
| had the figure of the Priest as a real example and
model of life. When | was 10 years old, during the
catechesis classes in the parish, a Brother of Saint
Gabriel met me, Bro. Giuseppe Bianchi. He was
doing vocational animation in all the catechesis
classes. At that time something really began to
move in my heart even though | still didn't have a
clear calling. When Bro. Giuseppe asked, if anyone
was interested in deepening their knowledge of the
Brothers of Saint Gabriel by entering the house
of formation | said 'yes' with the consent of my
family. My dad had a lot of doubts, but the parish
priests said it would certainly be a good experience
for me. They left me free to make my journey. Late
Brothers Giuseppe Bianchi and Rocco Matasa
accompanied me during the first years of my
vocation and Brother Giuseppe accompanied
me until my novitiate. He was also my novice
master and he remained a person of reference and
support for my vocation by his example, teaching
and above all by his prayer.

What activities outside your Religious work
bring you joy?

From an apostolic point of view, | always liked to
do pastoral activity in the parishes. | was always
in connection with the parishes and | committed
myself a lot at the level of catechesis and youth
ministry at the diocesan level. Sometimes it was
tiring because it was additional work along with the
other works that | had in the Congregation. It gave
me a lot of joy to experience the different activities
with young people and children. | took part in
organising, World Youth Day at the diocesan level
several times and those were moments of great joy.




What is the greatest strength of your
congregation and how do you plan to use it as
Superior General?

Our Congregation has a great history, tradition
and a lot of potential, especially in the countries
where the Congregation is developing. We also
have a great tradition at the charismatic and
spiritual levels. We have a lot of potential and
resources in certain Provinces. The important
thing now is to share these resources, whether
they're economic, personnel or human resources.
Sharing the strength we have will certainly help the
Congregation to develop on a global level.

What is your vision for the future of your
Congregation and what are your main objectives
as Superior General?

There are a number of priorities that have emerged
at the time of our 33" General Chapter. One of the
priorities is to create unity within each province.
This unity must lead to greater interprovincial
collaboration at all levels. There are certain

provinces which have fewer economic resources
and fewer personnel resources. The collaboration
would ensure a presence in the western provinces.
Another priority that | find important is to help
each Brother and each one of us to rediscover
and strengthen the values of Religious Life. There

are situations wherein we have lost these values.
These values are important because it is the basis
of our vocation and Apostolic ministry.

How does your faith in God and your spirituality
influence your Religious Life?

| can say that | have a lot of confidence in God,
otherwise, | would have not accepted this new
responsibility as a Superior General. | know my
limitations and weaknesses, but | am sure that the
good Lord will support me and help me. | have had
moments of crisis and difficulty where | even risked
abandoning my Religious Life. But the first thing |
did in those moments was to take time to be alone
with God to reflect on my vocation. | have reflected
on the reasons behind my vocation and the values
behind my calling. | regained my strength and
courage with God's help. Six years ago, when |
was called to be Vicar General, it was a whole new
experience. | needed God's help and he did help
me and strengthen me.

How do you plan to manage conflicts or
disagreements within the Congregation while
maintaining unity and common goals?

Firstly | would rely on prayer, without the help of the
Lord we can do very little. Secondly, to solve certain
problems | count much on dialogue and listening.

i e
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It is necessary to start with listening, listening to
the Brothers, to our laity, to our associates. Then
we will find where is the problem, we will find the
causes and the reasons for these problems. Later,
with a synodal approach, we'll try to find solutions
together. Imposing a solution from on high is not
enough and often it is ineffective, if the people at
the grassroots are not convinced to work together to
solve the problems, there will not be any solutions.

So, I'm counting on working together with
everyone on my council to work together to solve
the problems. Sometimes it's a long and difficult
road, but we have to try to do our best with the help
of God and our founder Saint Louis de Montfort.

How will you support the spiritual growth and
well-being of the Brothers as the new Superior
General?

uly 2024
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Spiritual growth is very important, but above all
strengthening our Montfortian Spirituality. For
that, | count very much on our associates and on
our collaborators. | was in charge of partnerships
in our Congregation for the past six years. The
responsibility for the transmission of Montfortian
spiritualitywas entrusted to the associatesin several
entities. We saw the immense potentiality and
fruits that were borne by the associates. | believe
as the Pope said, spirituality is not a treasure that
belongs to us alone, but a treasure of the Church
that we have to share with everyone in particular
with our collaborators, and our associates. It is
with them, we must spread Montfortian Spirituality
more and more in our institutions, in the places
of work, in the places where we live, and with the
whole Church.

Othe Maison Mére (Mother house) of the

Brothers at Tindivanam took place. It
was blessed by his grace Most. Rev. Dr. Francis
Kalist, The Archbishop Bishop of Puducherry &

Hence,
brotherhood is basically a relationship towards
other human beings, and it has been the quest
of the human community for many centuries. As
Religious Brothers we stand for the basic equality
of allhuman beings, i.e., the fatherhood of God and
brotherhood/sisterhood of all human beings. Any
authority in the community/Church is understood

as service (Mk 10:42-45; Mt 20:25-28) and not
for domination.

A Religious Brother is someone who heeds
the cries of the poor, the marginalised and the
suffering in society. Brotherhood thrives on a
shared experience of humility and service. A
Brother embodies the spirit of selflessness, ever
ready to extend a helping hand to those in need,
reflecting the words of Matthew 25:40, "Truly |
tell you, whatever you did for one of the least of
these brothers and sisters of mine, you did for me."
Genuine brotherhood depends on our ability to
actively respond to the pleas of the downtrodden
and the afflicted.

These sessions served as an eye-opener,
enabling us to grasp the profound significance
of Brotherhood within the Church. We gained
valuable knowledge about what it truly means to
be a ‘Brother’.

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n France today, one in two pregnancies is not
|carried to term (abortion, miscarriage, etc.).

When the life of a baby visits a woman's body,
nothing is the same. Whether the passage lasted
a few days or several months, whether the death
was accidental (miscarriage, ectopic pregnancy)
or deliberate (abortion, late-term abortion), the
woman undergoes a physical and psychological
transformation.

In the face of this situation, the Association Mother
of Mercy offers a compassionate and anonymous
listening and accompaniment for people who face
the question of abortion. This is done with a deep
respect for their history and for the situation they
are in (loneliness, anguish, fear of the future, etc.).
We can offer prayer meetings, counselling and
different sorts of support.

Since 1991, the association Mother of Mercy has
also provided support for women suffering from
perinatal bereavement. The suffering of fathers
and mothers who have suffered the loss of a child
can be too much to bear. It's so good to have the
opportunity to talk about it! Because anxiety stems
from what you don't say, not from what you say.

Presentation of the Association: Mary, Mother of Mercy

For whom?

Mother of Mercy is for everyone: women, men,
and couples whose suffering is manifested in
depressive episodes (like the baby blues), anxiety,
rebellion, isolation, guilt, disconnection from God.

The Virgin Mary, Mother of Mercy, is the one who
invites everyone to let themselves be covered in her
mantle of tenderness and looked upon with love
by God the Father. It is in her that we can place all
our refusals, fears, and doubts when it comes to
accepting Life as a gift.

Mother of Mercy offers special listening and
support during a five-day, silent "Stabat"
session. It includes teaching and meditation,
creative workshops, prayer vigils, and individual,
personalized counseling. This allows participants
to express the suffering or guilt associated with
these wounds and to vent their grief under the
gaze of divine mercy and tenderness. At the end
of these sessions, life returns to the heart of each
person, who finds themselves as transfigured
by God's mercy and ready to bear witness to the
power of His love.

The Ways of Consolation

Why a Way of Consolation?

Inspired by Saint John Paul Il and encouraged
by Pope Francis' desire to make the Lord's mercy
known to all, the Mother of Mercy had the idea of
creating a place of remembrance to honour the
memory of unborn children left without a grave.

This is a form of apostolate whose aim is to enable
people whose maternity or paternity has been
wounded to express their suffering, and to meet
God who wants to "console us, forgive us and give
us hope". (Pope Francis)

In France, there are 4 Chemins de Consolation: the
1st was created at the Sanctuary de la Ste Baume
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in 2016, the 2" at Montligeon in 2018 (here the first names are
on a register), the 3 at La Garenne-Colombes at Saint Urbain
Parish, to be completed in 2019, and the 4™ at the Calvaire de
Pontchateau.

Why Pontchateau Calvary?

It was important that it was in a place where there was a religious
community that could welcome and listen to the people who
passed through.

A priest from Nantes suggested the Calvaire shrine because
it's also a place of pilgrimage where St Louis-Marie Grignon de
Montfort was at the origin in the early 18™ century. His mission
was to evangelise and help the poorest people in his region; he
was a man of great compassion.

So, we went there in 2019 to meet the community. And Father
Santino Brembilla (SMM), who was particularly touched by this
apostolate, wanted, in collaboration with Mother of Mercy, to
offer a Way of Consolation to help people begin the mourning
process and to be accompanied in affixing a plaque in the name
of the child who was never born.

This Way of Consolation is situated outside the sanctuary so
that people who are far from the faith can come and meditate
freely.

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| repeated to myself that we must never judge
people, because sometimes they have experienced
unthinkable situations. And we also have to give
thanks to God for all the love we have received
from our families and our parents.

The other very moving vigil was the last one, on
Thursday evening, entitled: "Offering Children
to God". The mothers had prepared bunches of
flowers, which they brought to the vigil before the
Blessed Sacrament, lighting a candle for each child
that had not been born, either through miscarriage
or abortion. | admired these women who, in front
of everyone, took 1, 2, 3, or even 5 candles, lit with
the Paschal candle, and placed them in front of the
Blessed Sacrament.

At that moment, they recognised their children and
gave them a name. There were a lot of tears. Many
had written a little poem for their child. Throughout
the session, they had been invited to let themselves
be forgiven by God, even if they had committed a
reprehensible act, and also to let themselves be
forgiven and loved by their children who, in God,
could only forgive and love them. It was a time of
resurrections! It was the true Gospel! To be able
to publicly acknowledge one's fault and, above
all, to be reconciled with God and their children
who had not been born here on earth. | especially
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appreciated the insights provided by the lay
members of Mére de Miséricorde. It was a moving
teaching especially as she admitted to having had
an abortion on Emmanuel during her studies:

| didn't know how to welcome my child when |
was young. | left the hospital alone, guilty after
what was presented as a banal choice with no
consequences... God came looking for me. He
waited patiently for me to open my heart to him.
Don't be afraid of your misery, just let me love you.
He didn't like the serious act | had committed.
He wanted to give me his forgiveness and he had
borne that sin on his Cross. Talitha Koum! Arise
Dominic! Choose life again! And | began a journey
of resurrection. “All your sins are forgiven” thanks
to the sacrament of reconciliation.

God's love goes so far as to transform our sins into
riches. He turns misfortune into an opportunity
to love better, a tear that allows the divine light to
shine through. This is the anchor on our path to
holiness.

Thou has turned for me, my mourning into joy: thou
has cut my sackcloth, and has compassed me with
gladness: “Let not my heart be silent; let it rejoice in
you and give thanks to you without ceasing, O Lord
my God" (Psalm 29:12-13).
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| also recall this Italian woman, a Paris university
professor, with whom | spoke at our last meal. She
had just acknowledged aborting 3 children. At the
last vigil, in front of everyone, she lit 3 candles and
gave a name to each of her children. She was a
happy, liberated woman.

| was then personally invited to help set up the
Way of Consolation here at Calvaire. This took
three years, culminating in the inauguration on 24
September 2023.

To give the Way a Montfortian tone, a small team
of six people, religious and lay, searched through
the canticles of Father de Montfort for phrases in
keeping with the biblical words on each of the eight
panels of the Way. On a final panel, we used this
phrase taken from Hymn 164, composed by Father
de Montfort on the Calvary of Pontchateau.

She said: "Oh, that in this place we could see sea
watches! For me, this phrase is still relevant today.

We regularly have a highlight, when the new
nameplates are unveiled. This was the case again
on 31 May, to mark the Feast of the Visitation.

Superior made a canonical visit to the

communities of Guinea. | accompanied him
on this visit. For days, we shared the daily life of our
Brothers on mission in Guinea. It's a demanding
day-to-day existence, given the enormous amount
of work that needs to be done continually to ensure
a healthy and serene living environment in which
everyone can flourish. It's a great mission that we
owe to the missionaries, but also to our partners
who support us: Saint Gabriel Solidarité for the
construction of poultry houses that contribute to
the self-financing of the boarding schools and
the payment of the development workers' salaries,
the Fonds Romain Landry for the construction
of the development workers' residences in
Kataco and Katacodi, the GAC (Guinea Alunina
Corporation) for the borehole that supplies water
for Katacodi Institution. We have to recognise that
these achievements have contributed greatly to
improving conditions, but they are insufficient to
meet the immense basic needs of the missionary
Brothers.

From 17 to 23 March 2024, the Provincial

We were very moved by these difficult living
conditions. That is why | am making this
communication to share with you some of the
needs of our brothers.

Identification of the needs

Looking at the reality of the country, one is tempted
to say that Guinea is a country with problems, so
numerous are they and they affect almost every
sector of life. However, as we can't intervene
everywhere, let's focus on those that are the daily
suffering of our brothers and sisters, to offer them
aminimum of comfort.

a) Water

Although dubbed "the water tower of West Africa”,
thanks to its many sources and the fact that most
of West Africa's rivers have their source there,
Guinea struggles to provide this vital resource to
all households. To get water, people have to drill
boreholes themselves or draw water from ponds to
meet their needs. Our communities are not left out
and regularly experience this situation. Although
our communities and boarding schools have solar-
powered boreholes, it is impossible to have access
to this precious liquid 24 hours a day. Heavy use
and/or over-use of the facilities explain the lack of
water and the recurrence of technical breakdowns.
Taps don't run all the time, and having water
throughout the house is a luxury. What's more,
water chores are very common: you have to walk
a long way to fill the jerry cans so that you have a
supply. To drink, the Brothers buy packs of water
in sachets of dubious origin and manufacturing
conditions. If the communities are to be self-
sufficient in water, the community facilities must
be separated from those of the boarding school
and the school. Each structure should have its
own borehole and facilities. This would reduce the
overuse of the only existing borehole.

b) Electricity

The electricity network is almost non-existent.
Only the major towns have an electricity line.
For lighting and other electricity needs, most
households have solar panels. Our communities
are no exception. They too are in this situation.
What's more, our solar installations are used by the
community, the school and the boarding school.
Overuse drastically reduces their lifespan and the
amount of lighting needed especially at night. The

.

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With the Ourous community
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boarding school boarders find it extremely difficult
to study properly at night. Pupils sitting exams are
given priority for their evening studies. In addition,
there is a lack of lighting in the outside courtyards.
It is very difficult to get around at night because of
the lack of lighting. It is important to reinforce the
existing network to ensure safety, improve working
conditions and limit the overuse of solar panel
installations in our communities.
c¢) Household poverty and low school
attendance rates

You only have to visit the households around our
communities to be convinced of this reality. In this
area, many families live in precarious conditions,
which means that children's schooling is relegated
to second place. This sad reality easily explains the
low numbers in schools and boarding schools,
and the low level of school fees. School fees
have to be reduced if there is to be any hope of
having many pupils. To this must be added a lack
of interest on the part of parents in sending their
children to school. The case of Ourous is a clear
example of this. The Ourous boarding school has
17 boarders for a quarterly payment of 300,000 FG,
i.e. nearly 25,000 FCFA. How can the borders and
the premises be properly maintained with these

A group of students from Katako cooperants’ residence
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meagre financial resources? Tuition at Ourous
primary schools costs 20,000 FG or almost 1,500
FCFA.

The same question could be asked here. Even if
the salaries are paid by Saint Gabriel Solidarité,
can the revenue fully cover all the running and
maintenance costs of the structure? And very often
the payment of these school fees by the parents
poses a problem. Priority is given to physiological
needs (eating, drinking) and financing traditional
events (circumcision, excision, funerals, initiation,
etc.).

In light of this analysis, we can see that the
Province's missionary expansions are facing
enormous difficulties. The case of Guinea is only
a pretext. To those we have listed, we can add
those of Burkina Faso. We are well aware of the
importance of the Brothers' presence in these
mission lands, and it would be a shame to see
these foundations die. It is important to set up a
solidarity to perpetuate, make viable and make
more attractive our missionary foundations.

l. Formation House:

We have our monthly recollections, focusing on
different themes.

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his school year 2023-2024 has been rich in

events, meetings, and themesthat particularly

appeal to us, as Montfortian Gabrielites.
This prepares us for implementing in our lives
the message of the recent 33 General Chapter,
Brothers and Laypeople in respect to each one’s
unigue vocation. In addition to regular meetings
of the different Associate groups, there are also
special meetings that involve us as a Province.

In our Province, every year we organise two meetings
of formation and celebration during which all the
Brothers, associates, and collaborators take part in
the shared training, reflection, and dialogue, and
celebrate their faith together.

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For the first joint formation on 18 November,
we had a total participation of 59 people. The
morning of this day was devoted to working on
Circular No. 2 of the former Superior General,
Brother John Kallarackal: Brothers and lay people
together at the service of the Montfortian mission
and charism. We focused on understanding
the concept of association in the context of a
shared mission. Through a participative dynamic,
we analysed the state of our association and
identified the relationships to be fostered between
all the members. We then reviewed the history of
the Association in the Congregation up to the last
major event this summer, the RIAM (Rencontre
Internationale Montfortian). In the afternoon, after
a fellowship meal, we reflected on the heritage of
our predecessors in the mission of our Province.
Each person's name was attached to a string
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representing the course of the history of the
Province. Each name evoked the moment when
the person was connected to this history of ours.
Later, several members recalled that moment and
the reason for their involvement. But what was
missing from the cord was the time that had passed
since the beginning of the history of the Brothers
of Saint Gabriel in the Province of Spain, in 1903.

The content of these origins was complemented by
the projection of a video recounting this chapter of
history. The narration continued until 1936 when
many of our Brothers gave their lives for their faith.
When the video was shown, participants' faces
were filled with emotion as they shared moments
that wove their own stories while linking them to
the history of the Province.

A heritage has a much wider scope than its literal
interpretation because learning about our roots
gives us a better understanding of where we come
from and who we are today. It helps us to build a
stronger, more collective identity.

And, of course, knowing our history will prevent
us from losing or distorting our references and
deviating from the ideal that has always animated
our mission: to evangelise through education in the
hope of creating a fraternal community of children
of God.

All of us, Brothers and lay associates and
collaborators, sharing the charism inspired by
Saint Louis Marie de Montfort, are committed
to an educational project that aims to promote
justice, peace, and the integrity of creation.

During the second Joint Training session on 16-
17 March, we discussed the Global Compact for
Education.
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Gonzalo Violero Garcia, Technical Secretary of
the REDES association, which brings together
55 organisations involved in development

cooperation, was present to inform us about this
Pact. His presentation and the videos we watched
on the message of Pope Francis and other experts
led to dialogue, the sharing of good educational
practices, and the proposal of new initiatives
to become fully part of the Global Compact for
Education.

We must emphasise the times of reflection,
common prayer, and Eucharistic celebration, which
strengthen the bonds between us and reinforce
us as a fraternal community, helping us to move
forward in our shared mission.

After two years of formation, getting closer to the
charism, spirituality, and educational tradition of
our Institution, we thought that a more dynamic
way to connect with it and to complete the
formation was to immerse ourselves in some
significant places of our history.
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ancient chapel with the Crucified Christ made by
St. Louis Marie de Montfort. Finally, we walked
along the long Way of the Cross until we reached
the Calvary.

On Thursday 2 May, accompanied by Associate
Pierrette, after a Eucharist in the parish church
of Montfort-sur-Meu, presided over by three
Montfortian Fathers, we visited the birthplace of
St Louis Marie, Le Bois Marquer in Iffendic and its
church. In the afternoon we went to the hermitage
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La Scala Santa, the Temple of Jerusalem, and the

stayed for a year - and had our photograph taken
next to the oak tree where he used to meet those
who came to talk to them about Jesus and Mary.

On Friday, May 3", Marie-Laure, DW, was waiting
for us in Poitiers to show us the General Hospital,
the church where the family of Marie-Louise de
Jésus used to go, and the Montbernage district.
She spoke to us of the mission carried out there by
Father de Montfort in 1705, of Jacques Goudeau,
and the mission carried out by the Daughters of
Wisdom a few years later. What an impact was
made on us by the small premises in which they
started their mission. After a pleasant meal, we
enjoyed a visit to Poitiers Cathedral and Saint-Jean
Baptistery.

We had only one day left and we devoted it to the
cradle of the Montfortian family in St-Laurent-sur-
Sevre. We cannot explain in words the emotion
that overwhelmed us as we felt that we were at the
origin of our educational mission.




We stayed at the Spiritual Center of the Daughters
of Wisdom. The community and Sr. Consuelo, who
acted like a mother and who was both firm and
tender, welcomed us warmly. We had the privilege
of celebrating the Eucharist under the ciborium
which houses the tombs of Louis Marie Grignion
de Montfort and Marie-Louise of Jesus, together
with the Brothers of the International Community
of Saint-Laurent. We spent the whole day with all
the community. Sister Lourdes Alonso, Provincial
of the Daughters of Wisdom in France who came
especially to be with us. We were able to visit the
Chapel of Wisdom and admire the marvels of the
building. Brother Jean-Marie Ndour explained to us
the history and work of Gabriel Deshayes and took
us around Saint-Gabriel (Educational Complex).

We finished our pilgrimage with a manifesto
of commitment to our mission as leaders of

educational communities. And we toasted with an
amaretto brought from Rome, where the General
Chapter had been held.

THE 49 BROTHERS OF SAINT GABRIEL
AND THEIR CHAPLIN

MARTYRS OF THE RELIGIOUS PERSECUTION DURING
THE SPANISH CIVIL WAR IN 1936

Brother Zacarias,

21 years old
I Born in Cardefiajimeno (Burgos)

Having finished his Scholasticate he was sent as a teacher to the Viladecans School. His ease for learning
and his desire to serve the Lord made him very loved amongst his Brothers. He was greatly helped by the
encouragement and understanding of his Director Brother Mamertin.

With a distant look he must have often thought of heaven, and there he arrived having barely seen the
miseries of this life in the martyred Spanish land. He was a pious youth with the sign that characterizes
the Brothers of Saint Gabriel which is a tender devotion to the Holy Virgin. Within the community he
was admired for his religiousness, always attentive to any detail of brotherly charity and service. He was
always willing to lend a hand to anyone that would ask.

His Director, Brother Augusto José wrote of him in 1934: "Brother Zacarias has an external conduct that
is entirely consistent both in his spiritual exercises as in his daily work in the Viladecans bouse. He takes
equal care of the class with all his good intentions and wisely dedicates his free time". When the religious
persecution arrived he fled through the mountains until reaching Can Valls where the other Brothers
were.

From Brother Zacarias grant us, Lord, his willingness to the brotherly service and his spirit of piety and
king devotion to the Holy Virgin.

32 years old
Born in Vitoria (Alava)

Assigned to the Valls School he offered himself heart and soul to the teaching he imparted to the class of
youngsters that he taught with great willingness and success, never letting anyone see anything but good
will with respect to his vocation and perseverance. Young and intelligent, he was gifted with common
sense.

For his capabilities and his human qualities he soon wins the friendship of his students and their parents.
He soon becomes one of the intellectuals of the School. He is a scientist that has great success teaching
chemistry to the High School students.

Serious about his profession, he is at the same time jovial and friendly with both his Brothers and
students. His piety seems honest and he is consistent in his community exercises and per forms his
classroom duties with great enthusiasm and willingness.

In July of 1936 he was named Director of the Juniorate of Can Valls. He imparted to the teachers an
almost draconian discipline. He demanded much of learning and had to suffer somewhat, but managed
to convince us of his religious educational proposals, garnered from his experience. He maintained the
normal schedule until the last moment that the house was assaulted and ransacked by the militia.
